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Aims and Objectives 
 
To create an enjoyable day of fun and adventure - with a purpose - using various adventurous and 
non-adventurous activities.  
 
The programme will allow individual learning to take place that can be used in the work place, 
whilst at the same time allowing each participant to set and achieve their own personal goals. 
 
Schedule 
 
10.30am Welcome by The Lord Mayor of Birmingham. Light refreshments and briefing 
 
11.00am – 12.30pm Team Challenge  
 Each team will take part in a selection of problem solving tasks.  Each 

project will require the team to build effective relationships, facilitate problem 
solving and understand the importance of time management.  The event will 
conclude with a final challenge against the other teams. 

 
12.30pm – 1.15pm Lunch and refreshments 
 
13.15pm – 14.45pm Challenge Activities 
 Participants will have the opportunity to take part in a variety of Challenge 

activities.  These will include: High all aboard, Trapeze, Zip wire and 
archery.  These activities build on self-reliance, responsibility for others and 
self and achieving goals. 

 
14.45pm – 15.00 pm Review of the day. Thanks from The Lord Mayor 
 
Delivery Method  
All Blackwell Adventure Challenge activities are delivered on a “Challenge by Choice” basis.  It will 
be the individual participant’s choice as to how far they wish to partake in the activity.  Instructors 
will support, advise and guide each participant through the activity to ensure personal goals are 
achieved. 
 
Cost  
The cost is £600 per team and a deposit of £100 is requested to secure your booking.  
 
Additional Notes 
If possible, group sizes of approximately 6 to 10 should be organised prior to the event for the 
Team Challenge.  The organisation of the Challenge activities will be discussed during the event 
and run on a “have a go” basis.  Participants should be made aware that all activities will go ahead 
regardless of weather conditions and should arrive prepared.
